The Entomological Society of Argentina (SEA) is one of the oldest scientific societies in Argentina, founded on September 4, 1925 and formally established on September 14, 1925, with its headquarters at the Natural Sciences Museum then located at Perú 208 in Buenos Aires, under the authorization of Dr. Martín Doello Jurado, director of mentioned Museum. This is why we are celebrating its Centennial this year.
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The SEA promotes activities related to the knowledge and research of insects, myriapods and arachnids in their different aspects: systematics, ecology, biogeography, cytogenetics, behavior, agricultural pests, medical-veterinary entomology, etc. and maintains a specialized library. It also facilitates communication among entomologists in the country and abroad, both professionals and amateurs.

It is a non-profit scientific society with its legal headquarters at the Museo Argentino de Ciencias Naturales “Bernardino Rivadavia” in the Ciudad Autónoma of Buenos Aires, administered by a Board of Directors that is renewed every three years. Between 1925 and 1987 the Boards were always composed of members from Buenos Aires and La Plata; in 1987 a Board entirely from Tucumán was formed, and from then on it was led by entomologists from the main entomological centers in the country (La Plata, Tucumán, Mendoza, Buenos Aires, etc.). It was not until 2020 that the first federal Board was formed, composed of members from different provinces and entomological centers, with its administrative headquarters in San Miguel de Tucumán.

It currently brings together more than 500 Argentine and foreign entomologists (Saudi Arabia, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Colombia, Chile, USA, Slovakia, Iran, Italy, Mexico,  Pakistan, Paraguay, Peru, Turkey, Uruguay). Most members are professionals working as researchers and/or professors at National Universities, CONICET, INTA, Experimental Stations, etc., many with international recognition. The Society also includes undergraduate and graduate students as well as amateurs in this scientific field.

It houses the "Dr. Alberto Breyer" library, which dates back to the Society's founding. Its first location was in Buenos Aires, in a room of the "Casa Breyer" music store dedicated to sheet music and musical instruments. It later operated in a room at the Malbrán Institute and since 1980 has been at the La Plata Museum, thanks to an agreement with the Facultad de Ciencias Naturales y Museo of the UNLP.

It has published the Revista de la Sociedad Entomológica Argentina® (RSEA), ISSN 1851-7471 (online), Q4 Scopus, quarterly, with international circulation, since 1926. It is the only journal dealing with purely entomological topics, thus constituting the main outlet for original research results by Argentine and international scientists. Since 1925 it also publishes the Boletín de la SEA (BSEA) ISSN 1666-4612 (online), currently a semiannual publication that provides a space for disseminating entomological knowledge and strengthening connections among entomologists. Since 2003 it publishes the Publicación Especial de la Sociedad Entomológica Argentina ISSN 2953-4178 (online), an occasional publication including systematic reviews, adapted theses, catalogs, discussion forums, and conference abstracts.

Since 1987 it organizes and/or sponsors the Argentine Congress of Entomology (CAE) every three years. The first was held in San Miguel de Tucumán, with subsequent editions in Córdoba, Mendoza, Mar del Plata, Buenos Aires, Bariloche (Río Negro), Posadas (Misiones). This September, the 12th CAE will take place again in Tucumán, celebrating SEA's 100th anniversary.

Other activities include awards such as: the "Dr. Luis De Santis" Award for best doctoral thesis; "Dr. Axel Bachmann" Award for best scientific papers published in RSEA; "Dr. Abraham Willink" Career Award for outstanding entomologists; and the "Dra. Mireya Manfrini de Brewer" Grants for young members' travel and training. Public outreach includes an Illustration and Photography Contest for students and, since 2020, monthly virtual lectures by entomologists from Argentina and abroad.

To celebrate SEA's Centennial milestone, various activities are planned throughout 2025, including competitions, grants, congresses and Society publications. For RSEA, specialists were invited to write review articles on key themes/taxonomic groups in Argentine entomology, to be published throughout the 2025 volume. This issue (Vol. 84 No. 1) begins with: "Contributions to the knowledge of Argentine entomological biodiversity associated with biocontrol research at the FuEDEI" by Drs. Fernando MC KAY, Alejandro SOSA and Guillermo J. CABRERA WALSH.
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
