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OTE DETERMINANTS FOR JOAO DORIA IN THE MUNICIPAL
ELECTIONS OF 2016 IN THE CITY OF SAO PAULO

Abstract

Purpose: The study aims to define the vote determinants for Jodo Déria in the municipal elections
of 2016 in the city of Sdo Paulo.

Method: With reference to the vote determinants model in the first round of the 2010 presidential
elections, proposed by Nicolau (2014), this study uses the technique of binary logistic regression to
test the adaptation of the model to the context of the municipal elections of 2016 in the city of Sdo
Paulo, in a sample composed of 101 undergraduate and postgraduate students.

Results: We identified as the main vote determinant for Jodo Doria the voter’s evaluation of the
performance of municipal situationist management.

Theoretical contributions: The results indicate that the victory of Jodo Doria can be explained
both by the low influence of socio-demographic and ideological factors in the voting decision, as
well as by the great influence of the level of voter dissatisfaction with the municipal situationist
management.

Originality/relevance: Based on the results observed, the present article points to the influence
exerted by short-term voting determinants on electoral behavior.
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1 Introduction

Several researchers on the vote determinants, such as Dassonneville (2016), Dalton
(2013), Schmitt and Wst (2006), Walczak, Van der Brug and de Vries (2012), assert that the
decline in connections between voters and political parties in advanced democracies, in many
countries, has been regarded as an indication that the long-term structural forces that shape
voting behavior, identified by Campbell et al. (1960) are being replaced by short-term
determinants.

For Lewis-Beck et al. (2008) the long-term vote determinants are social and demographic
factors such as gender, race, social class, and party and ideological identification. And, the
short-term candidates are competing in the campaign and the issues raised in the campaign
especially the economic ones (Dassonneville, 2016; Valdini & Lewis-Beck, 2018).

Bélanger and Meguid (2008) and Oscarsson and Oskarson (2018) have observed that the
decline in the explanatory power of the sociological determinants of choice of vote over the last
decades led scholars to consider more closely the role of political and economic issues in
individual electoral decisions.

For Lewis-Beck and Nadeau (2011) the Theory of Classical Economic Voting affirms
that voters reward the ruler for the good times and punishes them for the bad times. Benton
(2005) when examining 39 elections in Latin America emphasizes that economic adversities
undermine the government in the elections, and Valdini and Lewis_Beck (2018) assert that
individual economic issues greatly influence the voter.

For Hausermann and Kriesi (2011) individual economic issues prevail because they are
strong indicators of loss or gain in resources, especially for low-income and low-educated
voters because of their fear of being left out of their limited resources. Hooghe and Marks
(2017) classify the assessment of losing (or acquiring) resources as voting rationality.

Oscarsson and Oskarson (2018), Walgrave and Lefevere (2017) and Dassonneville
(2016) assert that although the long-term determinants of electoral behavior have declined in
explanatory power in recent decades, there is insufficient evidence that short-term and
especially economic determinants have become more important than long-term determinants.

The objective of this article is to identify, what were the vote determinants for the
candidate Jodo Déria in the municipal elections of 2016 in the city of Sdo Paulo. For the analysis
of the data we made use of binary logistic regression, due to the adequacy of the technique to
the research objective as proposed by Nicolau (2014), Belluci et al. (2015) and Dassonneville
(2016).
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The results presented in the article contribute to the academic debate on the relative
impact of variables determining long and short-term voting and their respective influences on
electoral behavior. We also present the inherent limitations of the study developed and
suggestions for future research.

This article is divided into six sessions. After this introduction, session 2 presents the
literature review of previous studies on long-term and short-term vote determinants, session 3
presents the adopted methodology, session 4 presents the analysis of results and session 5

contains the final discussion and conclusions.

2. Theoretical framework
2.1 Long-term determinants

2.1.1 Socio-demographic variables

The sociological model of voting decision presupposes that socioeconomic and
demographic aspects are decisive for voter choice (Martins Junior, 2009). This approach was
characteristic of the first studies of the area, developed in the mid-1950s, based on public
opinion polls, with the main variables of interest being gender, age, occupation and social class
of voter (Benney, Gray, & Pear, 2013; Berelson, Lazarfeld, & McPhee, 1954; Lazarfeld,
Berelson, & Gaudet, 1965).

With the consolidation of the research developed around the theme and the advent of new
methodological approaches, focused on the analysis of the effect of psychological and cognitive
variables on the decision of the elect’s voter, we note the occurrence of a “decline in the
sociological explanations of the vote” (Martins Junior, 2009, p. 73).

The set of socio-demographic variables selected by Nicolau (2014) is composed by:
gender, age, schooling and religion. Being that, among these variables, only schooling and
religion presented statistically significant results.

In this study, the group of sociological variables is composed of the same variables
selected by Nicolau (2014).

2.1.2 Attitudinal variables

The analysis of the electoral behavior from the psychological perspective presupposes
that this “is based on the personality structure of individuals and their belief system, regardless
of the social context in which they live” (Radmann, 2001, p. 08).

In Brazil, the effect of attitudinal variables was incorporated into the already consolidated

methodologies of socio-demographic analysis (Baquero & Gonzalez, 2011; Carreirdo, 2002,
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2007). Among the attitudinal variables addressed by the electoral studies, the ideology of voters
is highlighted (Balbachevsky & Holzhacker, 2006; Carreirdo, 2007; Singer, 2002) and party
identification (Balbachevsky, 1992; Paiva & Tarouco, 2011; Samuels, 2008).

From the integration between the sociological and psychological presuppositions the so-
called psycho-sociological approach, in which the characteristics intrinsic to the individual are
analyzed in function of the position that it occupies in the current social structure (Lima &
Franca, 2005; Radmann, 2001).

In the study by Nicolau (2014), the group of attitudinal variables is composed of party
identification, self-positioning on the left-right scale and the assessment of government
performance, with this being a variable characterized in the literature as a determinant of short-
term electoral behavior (Lacy & Christenson, 2017; Tilley, Neundorf, & Hobolt, 2018). This
set of variables selected by the author is verified in other studies that address the voting decision
of the Brazilian voter (Almeida, 2008; Carreirdo & Barbetta, 2004; Licio, Rennd, & Castro,
2009; Rennd, 2007; Singer, 2002).

Although the voter’s ideological orientation is theoretically presented as an important
vote determinant (Carreirdo, 2002; Singer, 2002), its main methodology of measurement in
empirical surveys, the left-right self-positioning scales, has been pointed out as an ineffective
instrument for the study of the phenomenon (Oliveira & Turgeon, 2015). Considering the
Brazilian context, Oliveira and Turgeon (2015, p. 579) question the understanding by the
electorate of the differences between left and right positioning. For the authors, the ideological
awareness requires of the individual a degree of political sophistication that does not exist for
the great majority of the Brazilian electorate, making it impossible for them to be able to
establish themselves ideologically in a coherent way.

Due to the dissidences associated with the measurement of the voter’s ideological
orientation, through the self-positioning scales, we opted for the exclusion of this variable from
the analysis. Thus, we maintain in the theoretical model proposed in this article only the long-
term attitudinal variable that measures the electoral identification of the voter.

2.1.3 Contextual variable

In the analysis developed by Nicolau (2014), the author chose to include in the analysis a
variable characterized as contextual (comprising the region of residence of the voter), with the
objective of identifying the effect of the regional component on the presidential vote. The
results observed by the author included the influence exerted by this variable on the result of

the 2010 presidential elections:
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(...) the Northeast and South regions affected the result of the elections in the
comparison between Dilma and Serra. By maintaining constant the effects of all other
variables, living in the Northeast is a factor that increases the likelihood of voting in
Dilma and decreases the likelihood of voting in Serra. In the South in turn, the results
are reversed: residing in the region is a factor that increases the probability of the vote
in Serra and decreases the vote in Dilma (Nicolau, 2014, p. 318).

When analyzing the influence of the regional component on the presidential vote,
Marzagédo (2013) suggests that the effect of the region of domicile of voters on their voting
decision is due to the socioeconomic similarities observed between certain regions.

In order to adapt the contextual variable adopted by Nicolau (2014) to the scenario of the
2016 municipal elections in the city of S&o Paulo, we opted for the analysis of the effect of the
residence of the voter in the different regions of the city of Sdo Paulo (North, South, East, West

and Central), as well as that of their non-residence in the municipality.

2.2 Short-term determinants

In contrast to the sociological and psychological perspectives of explanation of electoral
behavior, the rational voting approach, structured in large part from the economic theory of the
voting initially proposed in the work by Downs (1957), establishes the assumption of the voter's
ability to judge, based on some rational criterion of choice, which of the available political
alternatives in a given electoral context is able to maximize their individual objectives
(Feddersen, 2004; Lee et al., 2016).

Tilley and Hobolt (2011) evidence that the role played by voters in the context of
representative democracies, by voting for a particular candidate or political party, offers the
proposition of the rationality intrinsic to the decision-making process as a fundamental aspect
for the explanation of electoral behavior. For Duggan and Martinelli (2017) the rational vote
gives the ruler (and his party) the conditions in which the voters meet, that is to say, make rulers
responsible for the conditions of their citizens.

In this perspective, as established in the accountability model, the vote is defined not only
from its instrumental function of operationalization of the process of popular representation,
but rather as an indirect mechanism of control of political power, constituting as a tool available
to citizens to punish or reward their respective elected representatives for their perceived
performance in the course of their mandates (Brambor & Ceneviva, 2012; Nicolau, 2006;
Powell Jr., 2000).

Lewis-Beck and Nadeau (2011) and Amaral and Ribeiro (2015), argue that the rewarding
character of retrospective voting is associated with the influence exerted by short-term factors

in determining the voter’s decision to vote.
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The performance of the situationist management during the mandate (Lacy &
Christenson, 2017; Lewis-Beck & Paldam, 2000; Tilley et al., 2018), as well as aspects
pertinent to the dynamics of the electoral campaign period (Greene & Haber, 2015; Lobo,
2006), constitute for Dassonneville (2016) the main elements of voter rationality.

For Greene and Haber (2018) and Lobo (2006) the management performance during the
term of office is indicated as the main structuring element of voter rationality. Dassonneville
(2016) asserts that the study of individual rationality in the models of explanation of electoral
behavior becomes substantial for the understanding of electoral volatility and results observed
over time.

For Nicolau (2014) the impact of short-term determinants on the voter's voting decision
is measured by the individual's overall assessment of the performance of the situationist
management, included by the author in the set of attitudinal variables. In the present study, we
opted for the maintenance of the same variable, with only due contextualization to the scenario
of the 2016 municipal elections in the city of Sdo Paulo, in which the municipalist situationist
management refers to the then mandate of the mayor Fernando Haddad (PT), candidate for re-

election.

3 Methodology

By adapting the model of determinants of the presidential vote proposed by Nicolau
(2014) for the construction of a model of determinants of the vote in Jodo Doria in the municipal
elections of 2016, we decided to apply the binary logistic regression technique for data analysis,
rather than the multinomial logistic regression used by Nicolau (2014).

This methodological option became necessary since the dependent variable of the present
study is binary in nature: either the voter voted for Jodo Déria or did not vote for Jodo Doria.

According to Hair et al. (2009), the logistic regression technique is a specialized form of
regression that allows the researcher to predict and explain a binary categorical dependent
variable by means of the elaboration of a probabilistic model based on the reference categories
of each one of the independent variables present in the model.

Due to the absence of a secondary database that would allow the exploratory analysis
proposed in this article, it was necessary to develop a primary data collection instrument.

The questionnaire was drawn from the set of variables extracted from the model by
Nicolau (2014), measured by the 2010 Brazilian Electoral Study. In this way, we maintained

the structure of the questions as in the ESEB-2010 questionnaire, with only the necessary
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changes being made, necessary to contextualize the questions to the scenario of the 2016
municipal elections in the city of Sdo Paulo.

Students enrolled in undergraduate and postgraduate courses at the School of Arts,
Sciences, Humanities of the University of Sdo Paulo (EACH-USP), who were willing to
participate in the study, composed the sample of respondents, and the researchers did not select
the respondents. The table below presents a description of the characteristics of the sample

studied, according to the categories of variables measured.

We verified that in the sample in question the average age of respondents was 27.4 years.
Considering that the selected sample was composed entirely by students regularly enrolled in
undergraduate and postgraduate courses, the variable that measures the level of schooling
presented a homogeneous distribution among the respondents, where 28.35% reported
incomplete higher education and 71.65% had completed higher education.

We made the questionnaire available in digital format through the Google Forms platform
and sent by e-mail to all students, through the Unit’s Graduation Service. The questionnaire
was available for answers in between October 25, November 5, 2016. At the end of the period,

101 valid answers were obtained.
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The statistical analyzes of the database were performed using the IBM SPSS Statistics
software (version 21).

4 Analysis of results

The goodness of fit of a logistic regression model, according to Hair et al. (2009) can be
evaluated in two ways: the evaluation of the general fit of the model based on the values of
pseudo RZ and the evaluation of the goodness of the overall fit of the model by means of its
predictive accuracy.

The table below shows the likelihood value, and the values of the pseudos R? (Cox &
Snell and Nagelkerke), which use as the basis of calculation the likelihood value.

For the analysis of the likelihood value, the closer to 0, better the goodness of fit of the
model, while for the value obtained in the Cox and Snell R and in the R2 of Nagelkerke, the
closer to 1, the better the goodness of fit (Hair et al., 2009). We verified that, through this
approach, the tested model has statistical consistency and its goodness of fit is satisfactory.

The second approach to verifying the goodness of the overall fit of the model is by
examining its predictive accuracy, obtained by the classification of Hosmer-Lemeshow test.
This fit measure, unlike the pseudo R?, is not based on the likelihood value, but on the prediction

of the dependent variable by the independent variables (Hair et al., 2009).

As the level of significance was greater than 0.05 (desirable in the analysis of Hosmer-
Lemeshow test), it is possible to conclude that, through the predictive precision approach, the model
also presents satisfactory general goodness of fit.

Finally, Table 4 presents the summary of the logistic model constructed, with all variables

present in equation.

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With the confidence interval set at 95%, so that the independent variable is considered
statistically significant, the p-value (significance) should be less than 0.05. The measurement
of the impact generated by the variables, statistically significant, on the dependent variable is
given by means of the analysis of the value of the coefficient of each independent variable (Hair

et al., 2009).

In cases where the original value of the coefficient is positive, the calculation of the
coefficient exponential has a value greater than 1. This means that, “the ratio of inequality will
increase in any positive variation of the independent variable” (Hair et al., 2009, p. 290). The
inverse will occur when the coefficient is negative.

In the model of vote determinants for Jodo Déria, proposed in this article, the binary
dependent variable was coded as follows: voted for Jodo Ddria (1) did not vote for Jodo Déria
(0). Thus, for the statistically significant variables, when the original value of the coefficient is
negative, the independent variable will have a negative impact on voting in Jodo Dbria,
whereas, independent variables with positive values in the original coefficient present a positive
impact on the vote for the PSDB candidate.

According to Hair et al. (2009), the magnitude of the impact of each independent variable
on the dependent variable can be obtained by means of the following calculation: (value of the
exponential coefficient — 1.0) x 100. The percentage value obtained by this calculation
represents the variation observed in the ratio of inequality.

Among the set of sociodemographic variables, the variables that presented statistical
significance were sex and religion (category “Other”). Based on the results obtained, the fact
that the voter is female negatively impacts the chance of voting in Jodo Doéria. Being a
practitioner of a religion (that is neither Catholic nor evangelical) presented a positive influence
on the chances of vote for Jodo Doria.

The contextual variable, adapted from the study by Nicolau (2014), for the five regions
of the city of Sdo Paulo (including non-residence in the city of Sdo Paulo), did not present
statistical significance.

Of the variables that compose the attitudinal set, only the evaluation of the situationist
management of the city of Sdo Paulo (Fernando Haddad, from PT) obtained statistical
significance (for the evaluation category “Bad/very bad”), confirming the existing evidence in
the political literature (Barberia, Avelino, & Zanlorenssi, 2018; Radmann, 2001; Shikida et al.,

2009), which point to the importance of this judgment, post-experience, in electing.
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The results in the present study pointed out that the evaluation of the performance of the
situationist management, of Fernando Haddad, as unsatisfactory (bad/very bad) was the main

vote determinant for Jodo Déria in the municipal elections of 2016 in the city of Sdo Paulo.

5 Final Discussion and conclusions

Figueiredo (1991) points out that, although the main explanatory theories of voting are
based on different theoretical assumptions, which differ in the “identification of the origins of
propensities and motivations for political action” (Figueiredo, 1991, p. 15), the object of
investigation in all theories remains the same: “try to answer why the political preferences
revealed through voting formed and were channeled in a particular party direction” (Figueiredo,
1991, p. 15).

Within the scope of the political marketing strategies developed during the electoral
disputes, the role played by research, both exploratory and descriptive, is crucial, both for the
definition of the bases of the campaign of a candidate or party as well as for the evaluation of
the performance of the political strategies executed (R. Figueiredo, 2002; Ribeiro, 2002).

We have verified in the political literature that studies of an academic nature that deal
with the behavior of the Brazilian electorate, in different lawsuits, provide predominantly
sociological interpretations of the social phenomenon in question (Balbachevsky & Holzhacker,
2006; Baquero & Gonzalez, 2011; Holzhacker & Balbachevsky, 2007; Nicolau, 2014), not
tending to a strategic interpretation of the observed results, where, one could consider the
outputs of the analyzes carried out as inputs for the theoretical development of the area of
political marketing.

Cervellini (2002, p. 92) points to a growing sharing of theoretical and technical
instruments between commercial marketing and political marketing, in the context of electoral
disputes. From the perspective of the author, society has undergone a process of “de-
ideologization”, where the decision to vote is more and more like the purchase decision, as a
result of a process of substitution of the emphasis on theoretical and ideological positions by
benefits and concrete attributes. In this context, Cervellini (2002) and Ribeiro (2002) consider
that commercial marketing strategies and practices emerge as an alternative for candidates and
parties to establish long-term relationships with voters, through the consolidation of a political
brand.

In this scenario, analogous to the competitive environment of commercial organizations,
the conceptual models, aimed at identifying determinants of the voter’s voting decision,

constitute a powerful source of information for the theoretical and practical development of the
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political marketing discipline, since they provide not only a “picture” of the voter's decision-
making process, in a given situation of choice (which can be understood as analogous to the
purchase situation of a commercial product), but also strategic inputs for the positioning of
candidates and / or parties in future campaigns.

From the empirical results obtained in this article, we verified that the vote determinants
for Jodo Ddria in the municipal elections of 2016 in the city of Sdo Paulo were: religion and
evaluation of the performance of the situationist management (Fernando Haddad). Being that,
the variable that exerted greater influence (positive) on voting for Jodo Doria was the
disapproval, on the part of the voter, of the municipal administration of Fernando Haddad.

The results presented indicate that the victory of Jodo Ddria in the municipal elections of
2016 can be explained, both due to the low influence of socio-demographic and ideological
factors in the decision to vote, as long-term determinants of electoral behavior, as well as by
the significant influence of voter assessment on the performance of the situationist
management, which supports the argument by Cervellini (2002) regarding the process of “de-
ideologization”, since the identification of the voter to a party (and consequently, to a political
ideology) was not decisive in the decision to vote, and reinforces the evidence presented in the
literature regarding the preponderance of short-term determinants in the voter's voting decision
(Bélanger & Meguid, 2008; Dalton, 2013; Dassonneville, 2016; Lacy & Christenson, 2017;
Lewis-Beck & Nadeau, 2011).

With regard to the empirical data analysis undertaken in the present study, Hair et al.
(2009) consider that, in studies where regression techniques are used, the sample size should
follow the minimum ratio of 5 observations per variable (5:1). Despite the minimal proportion
of observations per variable, as proposed by Hair et al. (2009), having been reached in this study
(the proportion observed in the model was approximately 14:1), as the number of observations
in the sample grows, the greater the quality of the analysis and the possibility of generalization
of the observed results (Hair et al., 2009). From the perspective of the authors, the low
representativeness of the electorate of the city of Sdo Paulo, partly by the sample studied,
constitute the main limitation inherent in this research.

Having said this, we suggest, as a recommendation for future research, the application of
the model of vote determinants for Jodo Doria in the municipal elections of 2016, proposed in
this article, to a sample of greater representativeness of the electorate of the city of S&o Paulo,
which will make it possible to obtain generalizable results and, consequently, the construction
of theoretical formulation of greater robustness, in relation to political marketing strategies.

Given the observed importance of the short-term determinants in the voter's voting decision, as
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is the case of the evaluation of the situationist management, we also suggest that future studies
focus on deepening the aspects that make up the evaluation of the situationist management and
its relations with the dynamics of the electoral campaign period, thus enabling the
understanding of the electoral phenomenon under the perspective delineated by issue ownership

theory.
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1 Introducéo

Diversos pesquisadores quanto aos determinantes do voto, como Dassonneville (2016),
Dalton (2013), Schmitt e Wist (2006), Walczak, Van der Brug e de Vries (2012), asseveram
que o declinio das ligacdes entre eleitores e partidos politicos nas democracias avangadas, em
varios paises, tem sido vista como uma indicacdo de que as forc¢as estruturais de longo prazo
gue moldam o comportamento de votacéo, identificadas por Campbell et al. (1960) estdo sendo
substituidas pelos determinantes de curto prazo.

Para Lewis-Beck et al. (2008) os determinantes de longo prazo do voto sdo os fatores
sociais e demogréaficos como género, raca, classe social e identificacdo partidaria e ideoldgica.
E, os de curto prazo sdo os candidatos competindo na campanha e as questdes levantadas na
campanha em especial as econémicas (Dassonneville, 2016; Valdini & Lewis-Beck, 2018).

Bélanger e Meguid (2008) e Oscarsson e Oskarson (2018) observaram que o declinio do
poder explicativo dos determinantes socioldgicos da escolha do voto ao longo das dltimas
décadas levou os estudiosos a considerar mais de perto o papel das questBes politicas e
econdmicas nas decisdes eleitorais individuais.

Para Lewis-Beck e Nadeau (2011) a Teoria da VVotagdo Econdmica Classica assevera que
votantes recompensam o governante pelos bons tempos e o puni pelos maus tempos. Benton
(2005) ao examinar 39 eleicdes na América Latina enfatiza que adversidades econdmicas
prejudicam o governo nas eleicdes, e Valdini e Lewis_Beck (2018) asseveram que as questdes
econdmicas individuais sobremaneira influenciam o eleitor.

Para Hausermann e Kriesi (2011) questdes econdmicas individuais prevalecem em razao
de serem fortes indicadores de perda ou ganho de recursos, em especial para eleitores de baixa
renda e baixo nivel educacional em razdo do medo destes ficarem alijados de seus poucos
recursos. Hooghe e Marks (2017) classificam a avaliacdo de perder (ou adquirir) recursos como
racionalidade do voto.

Oscarsson e Oskarson (2018), Walgrave e Lefevere (2017) e Dassonneville (2016)
asseveram que embora os determinantes de longo prazo do comportamento eleitoral tenham
diminuido em poder explicativo nas ultimas décadas, ndo ha evidéncias suficientes de que 0s
determinantes de curto prazo e em especial os econdmicos tornaram-se mais importantes do
gue os de longo prazo. O objetivo do presente artigo é identificar, quais foram os determinantes
do voto no candidato Jodo Ddria nas elei¢cBes municipais de 2016 na cidade de So Paulo. Para

a analise dos dados fez-se uso de regressao logistica binaria, em funcéo da adequacéo da técnica
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ao objetivo da pesquisa como proposto por Nicolau (2014), Belluci et al. (2015) e Dassonneville
(2016).

Os resultados apresentados no artigo contribuem para o debate académico sobre o
impacto relativo das variaveis determinantes do voto de longo e curto prazo e suas respectivas
influéncias no comportamento eleitoral. S&o apresentadas, também, as limitacOes inerentes ao
estudo desenvolvido e sugestdes para pesquisas futuras.

Este artigo divide-se em seis sessGes. Depois desta introducdo, a sessdo 2 apresenta a
revisao da literatura de estudos anteriores sobre determinantes de longo e curto prazos no voto,
sessdo 3 apresenta a metodologia adotada, sessdo 4 expde a andlise de resultados e a sessdo 5

contém a discussao e conclusodes finais.

2. Fundamentacéo teorica
2.1 Determinantes de longo prazo
2.1.1 Variaveis sociodemograficas

O modelo socioldgico de decisdo de voto pressupde que 0s aspectos socioecondémicos e
demogréaficos sdo determinantes para a escolha do eleitor (Martins Junior, 2009). Essa
abordagem foi caracteristica dos primeiros estudos da area, desenvolvidos em meados da
década de 1950, com base em pesquisas de opinido publica, tendo como principais variaveis de
interesse 0 sexo, idade, ocupacéo e classe social do eleitor (Benney, Gray, & Pear, 2013;
Berelson, Lazarfeld, & McPhee, 1954; Lazarfeld, Berelson, & Gaudet, 1965).

Com a consolidacdo das pesquisas desenvolvidas em torno da temaética e o advento de
novas abordagens metodoldgicas, voltadas a analise do efeito decorrente de varidveis de cunho
psicoldgico e cognitivo na decisdo de voto do eleitor, verificou-se a ocorréncia de um “declinio
das explicacGes socioldgicas do voto” (Martins Junior, 2009, p. 73).

O conjunto das variaveis sociodemograficas selecionadas por Nicolau (2014) é composto
por: sexo, idade, escolaridade e religido. Sendo que, dentre essas variaveis, apenas escolaridade
e religido apresentaram resultados estatisticamente significantes.

Neste estudo, o grupo das variaveis de carater sociologico é composto pelas mesmas

variaveis selecionadas por Nicolau (2014).

2.1.2 Variaveis atitudinais

A anélise do comportamento eleitoral a partir da perspectiva psicoldgica pressupde que
este “baseia-se na estrutura de personalidade dos individuos e no seu sistema de crencas,

independentemente do contexto social em que vivem” (Radmann, 2001, p. 08).
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No Brasil, o efeito das varidveis de cunho atitudinal foi incorporado as, ja consolidadas,

metodologias de analise sociodemografica (Baquero & Gonzalez, 2011; Carreirdo, 2002, 2007).

Entre as variaveis atitudinais abordadas pelos estudos eleitorais, destacam-se a ideologia do

eleitor (Balbachevsky & Holzhacker, 2006; Carreirdo, 2007; Singer, 2002) e a identificacdo
partidaria (Balbachevsky, 1992; Paiva & Tarouco, 2011; Samuels, 2008).

Da integracdo entre 0s pressupostos socioldgicos e psicologicos desenvolve-se a
abordagem denominada psicossocioldgica, na qual as caracteristicas intrinsecas ao individuo
sdo analisadas em funcdo da posi¢éo que este ocupa na estrutura social vigente (Lima & Franca,
2005; Radmann, 2001).

No estudo de Nicolau (2014), o grupo das varidveis atitudinais é composto pela
identificacdo partidaria, autoposicionamento na escala esquerda-direita e a avaliacdo do
desempenho do governo, sendo esta uma varidvel caracterizada na literatura como determinante
de curto prazo do comportamento eleitoral (Lacy & Christenson, 2017; Tilley, Neundorf, &
Hobolt, 2018). Este conjunto de variaveis selecionadas pelo autor sdo verificadas em outros
estudos que abordam a decisdo de voto do eleitor brasileiro (Almeida, 2008; Carreirdo &
Barbetta, 2004; Licio, Rennd, & Castro, 2009; Rennd, 2007; Singer, 2002).

Apesar da orientacdo ideoldgica do eleitor, teoricamente, ser apresentada como um
importante determinante do voto (Carreirdo, 2002; Singer, 2002), a sua principal metodologia
de mensuracdo em levantamentos empiricos, as escalas de autoposicionamento esquerda-
direita, tem sido apontada como um instrumento ineficaz para o estudo do fenémeno (Oliveira
& Turgeon, 2015). Considerando o contexto brasileiro, Oliveira e Turgeon (2015, p. 579)
questionam o entendimento, por parte do eleitorado, das diferencas existentes entre o
posicionamento a esquerda e a direita. Para os autores, a consciéncia ideoldgica requer do
individuo um grau de sofisticacdo politica inexistente para a grande maioria do eleitorado
brasileiro, impossibilitando que estes sejam capazes de estabelecer-se ideologicamente de
forma coerente.

Em decorréncia das dissidéncias associadas a mensuracao da orientacdo ideoldgica do
eleitor, por meio das escalas de autoposicionamento, optou-se pela exclusdo desta variavel da
analise. Sendo assim, foi mantida no modelo tedrico proposto no presente artigo apenas a

variavel atitudinal de longo prazo que mensura a identificacdo partidaria do eleitor.

2.1.3 Variavel contextual

Na anélise desenvolvida por Nicolau (2014), o autor optou por incluir na analise uma

variavel caracterizada como contextual (compreendendo a regido de domicilio do eleitor), com
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0 objetivo de identificar o efeito do componente regional no voto presidencial. Os resultados
observados pelo autor constaram a influéncia exercida por esta varidvel no resultado das

elei¢Bes presidenciais de 2010:

(...) as regides Nordeste e Sul afetaram o resultado das elei¢es na comparag&o entre
Dilma e Serra. Mantidos constantes os efeitos de todas as outras variaveis, morar no
Nordeste € um fator que aumenta a probabilidade do voto em Dilma e diminui a
probabilidade do voto em Serra. Ja para o Sul, os resultados se invertem: residir na
regido é um fator que aumenta a probabilidade do voto em Serra e diminui a do voto
em Dilma (Nicolau, 2014, p. 318).

Ao analisar a influéncia do componente regional sobre o voto presidencial, Marzagéo
(2013) sugere que o efeito da regido de domicilio do eleitor na sua decis@o de voto € decorrente
das similaridades socioecondmicas observadas entre determinadas regides.

Com o objetivo de adaptar a varidvel contextual adotada por Nicolau (2014) ao cenario
das eleicdes municipais de 2016 na cidade de S&o Paulo, optou-se pela analise do efeito
decorrente da residéncia do eleitor nas diferentes regides da cidade de Sao Paulo (Norte, Sul,

Leste, Oeste e Centro), assim como o da sua ndo residéncia no municipio.

2.2 Determinantes de curto prazo

Em contraposicdo as perspectivas sociolégica e psicolégica de explicacdo do
comportamento eleitoral, a abordagem do voto racional, estruturada em grande parte a partir da
teoria econébmica do voto proposta inicialmente no trabalho de Downs (1957), estabelece-se
sobre o pressuposto da capacidade do eleitor de julgar, com base em algum critério racional de
escolha, qual das alternativas politicas disponiveis em um determinado contexto eleitoral é
capaz de maximizar os seus objetivos individuais (Feddersen, 2004; Lee et al., 2016).

Tilley e Hobolt (2011) evidenciam gue a concepcdo do papel desempenhado pelo eleitor
no contexto das democracias representativas, por meio do voto para um determinado candidato
ou partido politico, oportuniza a proposi¢do da racionalidade intrinseca ao processo de tomada
de decisdao como um aspecto fundamental para a explicagcdo do comportamento eleitoral. Para
Duggan e Martinelli (2017) o voto racional atribui ao governante (e seu partido) as condicdes
em que os eleitores se encontram, ou seja, tornam os governantes responsaveis pelas condi¢des
de seus cidadé&os.

Nesta Otica, tal como estabelecido no modelo de prestacdo de contas (accountability
model), o voto é definido ndo apenas a partir de sua funcéo instrumental de operacionalizacdo
do processo de representacdo popular, mas sim como um mecanismo indireto de controle do

poder politico, constituindo-se como uma ferramenta disponivel aos cidadaos para punir ou
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recompensar seus respectivos representantes eleitos pelo desempenho percebido no decorrer de
seus mandatos (Brambor & Ceneviva, 2012; Nicolau, 2006; Powell Jr., 2000).

Lewis-Beck e Nadeau (2011) e Amaral e Ribeiro (2015), argumentam que o carater
recompensatério do voto retrospectivo esta associado a influéncia exercida pelos fatores de
curto-prazo (short-term factors) na determinacéo da decisdo de voto do eleitor.

O desempenho da gestdo situacionista no decorrer do mandato (Lacy & Christenson,
2017; Lewis-Beck & Paldam, 2000; Tilley et al., 2018), bem como 0s aspectos pertinentes a
dindmica do periodo de campanha eleitoral (Greene & Haber, 2015; Lobo, 2006), constituem
para Dassonneville (2016) os principais elementos da racionalidade do eleitor.

Para Greene e Haber (2018) e Lobo (2006) o desempenho da gestdo no periodo do
mandato é apontado como o principal elemento de estruturacdo da racionalidade do eleitor,
Dassonneville (2016) assevera que o estudo da racionalidade individual nos modelos de
explicacdo do comportamento eleitoral torna-se substancial para a compreenséo da volatilidade
eleitoral e dos resultados observados ao longo do tempo.

Para Nicolau (2014) o impacto dos determinantes de curto prazo sobre a deciséo de voto
do eleitor € mensurado por meio da avaliacdo geral do individuo sobre o desempenho da gestao
situacionista, incluida pelo autor no conjunto das variaveis atitudinais. No presente estudo,
optou-se pela manutencdo da mesma variavel, efetuando-se apenas a devida contextualizacdo
ao cenario das elei¢des municipais de 2016 na cidade de S&o Paulo, no qual a gestdo municipal
situacionista refere-se ao entdo mandato do prefeito Fernando Haddad (PT), candidato a

reeleicdo no referido pleito.

3 Metodologia

Ao adaptar o modelo de determinantes do voto presidencial proposto por Nicolau (2014)
para a construcdo de um modelo de determinantes do voto em Jodo Ddria nas eleigcdes
municipais de 2016, decidiu-se pela aplicacdo da técnica de regressao logistica binaria para
analise dos dados, ao invés da regressdo logistica multinomial empregada por Nicolau (2014).

Esta op¢do metodoldgica fez-se necessaria uma vez que a variavel dependente do presente
estudo é de carater binario: ou o eleitor votou em Jodo Doéria ou ndo votou em Jodo Doria.

Segundo Hair et al. (2009), a técnica regressdo logistica constitui uma forma
especializada de regressdo que possibilita ao pesquisador prever e explicar uma variavel
dependente categodrica binaria por meio da elaboracdo de um modelo probabilistico baseado nas

categorias de referéncia de cada uma das variaveis independentes presentes no modelo.
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Em virtude da ndo existéncia de um banco de dados secundarios que permitisse a analise
exploratdria proposta neste artigo, fez-se necessaria a elaboracéo de um instrumento de coleta
de dados primarios.

O questionario foi elaborado a partir do conjunto de variaveis extraidas do modelo de
Nicolau (2014), mensuradas pelo Estudo Eleitoral Brasileiro de 2010. Deste modo, a estrutura
das questdes foi mantida tal como no questionario do ESEB-2010, sendo efetuadas apenas as
devidas alteracBes, necessarias a contextualizacdo das perguntas ao cenario das eleicdes
municipais de 2016 na cidade de S&o Paulo.

A amostra de respondentes foi composta por estudantes matriculados nos cursos de
graduacdo e pés-graduacdo da Escola de Artes, Ciéncias e Humanidades da Universidade de
Sdo Paulo (EACH-USP), que se dispuseram a participar do estudo, ndo havendo por parte dos
pesquisadores a selecdo de respondentes. A tabela abaixo apresenta uma descricdo das

caracteristicas da amostra estudada, de acordo com as categorias das variaveis mensuradas.

Verificou-se que na amostra em questdo a idade média dos respondentes foi de 27,4 anos.
Considerando que a amostra selecionada foi composta integralmente por estudantes

regularmente matriculados em cursos de graduagéo e pos-graduacdo scricto-sensu, a variavel
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que mensura o grau de escolaridade apresentou uma distribuicdo homogénea entre os
respondentes, onde 28,35% afirmaram possuir 0 ensino superior incompleto e 71,65% possuem
ensino superior completo.

O questionario foi disponibilizado em formato digital por meio da plataforma
Formulérios Google e encaminhado via e-mail a todos os estudantes, por meio do Servigo de
Graduacdo da unidade. O questionério esteve disponivel para respostas na entre os dias 25 de
outubro de 5 de novembro de 2016. Foram obtidas ao final do periodo citado 101 respostas
validas. As analises estatisticas do banco de dados foram realizadas por meio do software IBM
SPSS Statistics (versao 21).

4 Analise dos resultados
A qualidade de ajuste de um modelo de regressdo logistica, segundo Hair et al. (2009) pode
ser avaliada por meio de duas formas: a avaliacdo do ajuste geral do modelo com base nos valores
dos pseudos Rz e a avaliagdo da qualidade do ajuste geral do modelo por meio de sua precisdo
preditiva.
Na tabela abaixo é apresentado o valor de verossimilhanca, e os valores dos pseudos R2
(Cox & Snell e Nagelkerke), que utilizam como base de calculo o valor de verossimilhanca.

Para a andlise do valor de verossimilhanga, quanto mais proximo de 0, melhor a qualidade
de ajuste do modelo, enquanto para o valor obtido no R2 de Cox e Snell e no R de Nagelkerke,
guanto mais proximo de 1, melhor é a qualidade do ajuste (Hair et al., 2009). Verifica-se que, por
meio desta abordagem o modelo testado possui consisténcia estatistica e sua qualidade de ajuste é
satisfatoria.

A segunda abordagem de verificacdo da qualidade do ajuste geral do modelo se d& por meio
do exame de sua precisdo preditiva, obtida pelo teste de classificagdo de Hosmer e Lemeshow. Esta
medida de ajuste, ao contrario dos pseudo R, ndo se baseia no valor de verossimilhanga, mas na

previsdo da variavel dependente pelas varidveis independentes (Hair et al., 2009).

Como o nivel de significancia obtido foi superior a 0,05 (desejavel na anélise do teste de
Hosmer e Lemeshow), é possivel concluir que, por meio da abordagem de preciséo preditiva o
modelo também apresenta qualidade de ajuste geral satisfatéria.

Por fim, a tabela 4 apresenta o resumo do modelo logistico construido, com todas as
variaveis presentes na equacao.

Com o intervalo de confianca estabelecido em 95%, para que a variavel independente seja
considerada estatisticamente significante, o p-valor (significancia) deve ser inferior a 0,05. A
mensuracao do impacto gerado pelas variaveis, estatisticamente significantes, sobre a variavel
dependente se d& por meio da andlise do valor do coeficiente de cada variavel independente
(Hair et al., 2009).

Nos casos em que o valor original do coeficiente é positivo, o calculo do exponencial do
coeficiente apresenta um valor maior que 1. Isso significa que, “a razdo de desigualdade
aumentara em qualquer variacdo positiva da variavel independente” (Hair et al., 2009, p. 290).
O inverso ocorrera quando o coeficiente for negativo.

No modelo de determinantes do voto em Jodo Ddria, proposto neste artigo, a variavel
dependente binaria foi codificada da seguinte forma: voto em Jodo Déria (1) e ndo votou em
Jodo Ddria (0). Desse modo, para as variaveis estatisticamente significantes, quando o valor
original do coeficiente é negativo, a variavel independente terd impacto negativo sobre o voto
em Jodo Doria, ao passo que, varidveis independentes com valores positivos no coeficiente
original apresentam impacto positivo sobre o voto no candidato do PSDB.

Segundo Hair et al. (2009), a magnitude do impacto de cada variavel independente sobre

a variavel dependente pode ser obtida por meio do seguinte calculo: (valor do coeficiente
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exponenciado — 1,0) x 100. O valor percentual obtido por meio deste célculo representa a
variagdo observada na razéo de desigualdade.

Dentre o conjunto das variaveis sociodemograficas, as variaveis que apresentaram
significancia estatistica foram sexo e religido (categoria “Outras”). Com base nos resultados
obtidos, o fato do eleitor ser do sexo feminino impacta negativamente a chance de voto em Jo&o
Doria. Ser praticante um uma religido (que ndo seja catdlica nem evangélica) apresentou
influéncia positiva nas chances de voto em Jodo Ddria.

A variavel contextual, adaptada do estudo de Nicolau (2014), para as cinco regides da
cidade de S&o Paulo (incluindo a ndo residéncia na cidade de S&o Paulo), ndo apresentou
significancia estatistica.

Das variaveis que compdem o conjunto atitudinal, apenas a avaliacdo da gestdo
situacionista da prefeitura de Sdo Paulo (Fernando Haddad, do PT) obteve significancia
estatistica (para a categoria de avaliagdo “Ruim/péssimo”), confirmando as evidencias
existentes na literatura politica (Barberia, Avelino, & Zanlorenssi, 2018; Radmann, 2001;
Shikida et al., 2009), que apontam para a importancia deste julgamento, pds-experiéncia, na
escolha do eleitor.

Os resultados obtidos no presente estudo apontaram que a avaliagdo do desempenho da
gestdo situacionista, de Fernando Haddad, como insatisfatoria (ruim/pessima) foi o principal
determinante do voto em Jodo Ddria nas elei¢des municipais de 2016 na cidade de Sao Paulo.

5 Discusséo e conclusoes finais

Figueiredo (1991) salienta que, embora as principais teorias de explicacdo do voto
estejam fundamentadas em pressupostos tedricos distintos, que divergem na “identificagdo das
origens das propensdes e das motivagdes para a agdo politica” (Figueiredo, 1991, p. 15), 0
objeto de investiga¢do em todas as teorias permanece o0 mesmo: “tentar responder por que as
preferéncias politicas reveladas através do voto se formaram e foram canalizadas em
determinada dire¢do partidaria” (Figueiredo, 1991, p. 15).

No ambito das estratégias de marketing politico desenvolvidas no decorrer das disputas
eleitorais, o papel desempenhado pelas pesquisas, tanto de carater exploratério como descritivo,
é crucial, tanto para a definicdo das bases da campanha de um candidato ou partido como
também para a avaliagdo do desempenho das estratégias politicas executadas (R. Figueiredo,
2002; Ribeiro, 2002).

Verificou-se na literatura politica que os estudos de carater académico que abordam o

comportamento do eleitorado brasileiro, em diferentes pleitos, proveem interpretacdes,

predominantemente, socioldgicas sobre o fendmeno social em pauta (Balbachevsky &
Holzhacker, 2006; Baquero & Gonzalez, 2011; Holzhacker & Balbachevsky, 2007; Nicolau,
2014), ndo tendendo a uma interpretacdo estratégica dos resultados observados, onde, poder-
se-ia considerar 0s outputs das andlises efetuadas como inputs para o desenvolvimento tedrico
da area de marketing politico.

Cervellini (2002, p. 92) aponta para um crescente compartilhamento de instrumental
teorico e técnico entre o marketing comercial e o marketing politico, no ambito das disputas
eleitorais. Na perspectiva da autora, a sociedade tem passado por um processo de
“desideologizacdo”, onde a decisdo de voto assemelha-se cada vez mais a deciséo de compra,
em decorréncia de um processo de substituicdo da énfase em posicionamentos tedricos e
ideologicos por beneficios e atributos concretos. Neste contexto, Cervellini (2002) e Ribeiro
(2002) consideram que as estratégias e praticas de marketing comercial surgem como uma
alternativa para os candidatos e partidos estabelecerem relages de longo prazo com 0s
eleitores, por meio da consolidacdo de uma marca politica.

Neste cenario, anadlogo ao ambiente competitivo das organizacdes comercias, 0s modelos
conceituais, voltados a identificacdo de determinantes da decisdo de voto do eleitor, configuram
uma poderosa fonte de informac&o para o desenvolvimento teérico e pratico da disciplina de
marketing politico, uma vez que fornecem ndo apenas um “retrato” do processo de tomada de
decisdo do eleitor, em uma dada situacdo de escolha (que pode ser entendida como analoga a
situacdo de compra de um produto comercial), mas também inputs estratégicos para o
posicionamento de candidatos e/ou partidos em campanhas futuras.

A partir dos resultados empiricos obtidos no presente artigo, verificou-se que 0s
determinantes do voto em Jodo Doria nas eleicdes municipais de 2016 na cidade de Séo Paulo
foram: religido e avaliacdo do desempenho da gestdo situacionista (Fernando Haddad). Sendo
que, a variavel que exerceu maior influéncia (positiva) sobre voto em Jodo Doria foi a
desaprovacdo, por parte do eleitor, da gestdo municipal de Fernando Haddad.

Os resultados apresentados apontam que a vitéria de Jodo Doéria nas elei¢bes municipais
de 2016 pode ser explicada, tanto pela baixa influéncia de fatores sociodemograficos e
ideologicos na decisdo de voto, apontados como determinantes de longo prazo do
comportamento eleitoral, como também pela significativa influéncia da avaliagdo do eleitor
quanto ao desempenho da gestao situacionista, o que sustenta o argumento de Cervellini (2002)
quanto ao processo de “desideologizacdo”, uma vez que a identificacdo do eleitor com um
partido (e consequentemente, com uma ideologia politica) ndo foi determinante na decisdo de

voto, e reforca as evidencias apresentadas na literatura quanto a preponderancia dos
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determinantes de curto prazo na decisdo de voto do eleitor (Bélanger & Meguid, 2008; Dalton,
2013; Dassonneville, 2016; Lacy & Christenson, 2017; Lewis-Beck & Nadeau, 2011).

No que se refere a analise empirica de dados empreendida no presente trabalho, Hair et
al. (2009) consideram que, em estudos onde sdo empregadas técnicas de regressdo, o tamanho
de amostra deve seguir a propor¢do minima de 5 observacdes por variavel (5:1). Apesar da
proporcdo minima de observagdes por variavel, tal como proposta por Hair et al. (2009), ter
sido atingida nesta pesquisa (a proporc¢do observada no modelo foi de aproximadamente 14:1),
a medida que o numero de observacOes da amostra cresce, maior € a qualidade da analise e a
possibilidade de generalizacdo dos resultados observados (Hair et al., 2009). Na perspectiva
dos autores, a baixa representatividade do eleitorado da cidade de S&o Paulo, por parte amostra
estudada, constitui a principal limitacdo inerente a presente pesquisa.

Posto isso, 0s autores sugerem, como recomendacdo para investigacdes futuras, a
aplicacdo do modelo de determinantes do voto em Jodo Déria nas eleicGes municipais de 2016,
proposto neste artigo, a uma amostra de maior representatividade do eleitorado da cidade de
Sdo Paulo, o que possibilitara a obtencdo de resultados passiveis de generalizacdo e,
consequentemente a construcdo de formulacdo tedricas de maior robustez, no que tange as
estratégias de marketing politico. Dada a importancia observada dos determinantes de curto
prazo na decisdo de voto do eleitor, como é o caso da avaliagdo da gestdo situacionista, sugere-
se também que estudos futuros dediquem-se ao aprofundamento dos aspectos que compdem a
avaliacdo da gestdo situacionista e suas relaces com a dindmica do periodo de campanha
eleitoral, possibilitando assim a compreensao do fenémeno eleitoral sob a 6tica delineada pela

issue ownership theory.
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
