Oxford
University Press, 2010. 240 p. Have you ever wondered why we persist in doing things we should not, or why we
do not do the things we should do, despite our education and experience? In his thought provoking book, Argyris
offers us an answer to these questions by selecting three topics that are at the source of major organizational
traps, namely leadership, culture and organization design. The author examines theories like transformational
leadership and collaborative community and makes a point: all these theories are to be implemented by people
who tend to use defensive reasoning and maintain their habits.

THE COST OF BAD BEHAVIOR. Christine Pearson and Christine Porath. New York: Portfolio (Penguin), 2009.
224 p.Incivility is defined by the authors as “the exchange of seemingly inconsequential inconsiderate words and deeds
that violate conventional norms of workplace conduct” (p. 12). Workplaces are the scene of many incivilities such as
interrupting conversations, popping into an office without being announced, or talking to others while someone else is
making a presentation. What are the consequences of tolerating this lack of behavior on the workplace climate and on
the quality of relationships? Is there any impact on the organization’s effectiveness or its performance?

Anaré Spicer (Editors). Routledge. 2011. 224 p. It takes leadership to manage an organization effectively and to
promote meaningful and healthy workplaces. Many theories have been proposed since Kurt Lewin described the
three forms of leadership (democratic, autocratic and laissez-faire). Still, it seems that there is a big gap between
theories and the exercise of leadership. Alvesson and Spicer collected works to understand how managers actually
lead organizations through the use of metaphors; they want to explain the lack of leadership that we observe in
contemporary organizations and to show both positive as well as negative sides of leadership.
