Abcessos pulmonares (AP) acarretam graves implica-
¢oes clinicas e sociais. Os autores analisam retrospec-
tivamente a casuistica dum hospital tercidrio.

o AP como primdrio. Mau estado dentdrio e imuno-
deficiéncia foram os principais factores de risco.

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Abstract

Lung abscesses (LA) carry with them severe clinical
and social implications. The authors retrospectively
analyse case files from a tertiary hospital.

Admissions from 2000 to 2005 codified as LA were
identified. Forty-five patients were males and the
mean age was 56.2 (+15.1) years. The average dura-
tion of symptoms pre-hospitalisation was 23.0
(£50.2) days, with acute respiratory infection the ini-
tial syndrome in 36 patients. Clinical data show LA
could have been suspected in 40 patients. Diagnosis
was established 8.7 (+11.4) days after admission. A
microbial pathogen was recovered in 26 cases. Pri-
mary LA was diagnosed in 27 patients. Dental disease
and immunodeficiency were the main risk factors.
Other co-morbidities were present in 34 patients. Af-
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tiam comorbilidades em 34 casos. Apés o diagnéstico,
todos receberam antibioterapia (AB) intravenosa (IV)
em média durante 16,5 (+10,9) dias. A média do tem-
po global de AB foi de 39,2 (+15,7) dias. Dez opgdes
de AB foram usadas e a AB IV inicial alterada em 23
casos. Foi necessdria cirurgia em 6 doentes. Conseguiu-
-se apirexia em média apds 6,4 (+6,4) dias. Ocorreram
complicacoes em 21 doentes; 7 faleceram. A duragao
média do internamento foi de 27,5 (£16,3) dias e 38
doentes foram convocados para consulta pés-alta.
Estes dados sdo, em geral, concordantes com a litera-
tura. A elevada percentagem de doentes do sexo mas-
culino coincide com maior prevaléncia do alcoolismo
e do carcinoma pulmonar nos homens. Aspectos per-
tinentes no sentido de melhorar o progndstico e tem-
po de internamento poderao ser a brevidade no diag-
néstico e o0 consenso no tratamento antibidtico.

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ter LA diagnosis, intravenous (IV) antibiotic (AB)
was prescribed for 16.5 (+10.9) days with mean total
AB time 39.2 (+15.7) days. Ten options of AB were
used and 23 patients had their initial IV AB changed
to a second choice. Six patients needed surgery. Apy-
rexia was achieved after 6.4 (£6.4) days of treatment.
21 patients had complications and 7 died. The mean
length of hospital admission was 27.5 (+16.3) days
and 38 patients were called for a follow-up visit.
These data are generally in accordance with the litera-
ture. The high male percentage agrees with the simi-
larly high prevalence of alcoholism and lung neo-
plasms in males. Key facts to ameliorate in order to
improve prognosis and length of hospital admission
could be a swifter diagnosis and consensus on the AB
treatment.

Introduction
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Abcessos pulmonares (AP) definem-se como
necrose piogénica cavitada do parénquima pul-
monar, processo que habitualmente traduz a
evolugio de uma pneumonia necrotizante'-.
Costumam ser entidades clinicas crénicas e in-
capacitantes, que se manifestam de modo indo-
lente ao longo de virias semanas e muitas vezes
se acompanham de um marcado atingimento
do estado geral. As implica¢oes sao graves para
o doente, com risco de diversas complicagoes,
sequelas e morte, e também para a sociedade,
com elevados custos socioeconémicos.

Lung abscesses (LA) are defined as a loca-
lised suppurative necrotising collection oc-
curring within the pulmonary parenchy-
ma'?. They are wusually chronic and
incapacitating clinical conditions which
manifest slowly over the course of several
weeks and are often accompanied by mar-
kedly reduced physical capacity. They have
serious implications for the patient, with
risk of several complications, sequelae and
death, and also for society, involving as they
do high socio-economic costs.
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Tradicionalmente, os AP classificam-se em pri-
mdrios ou secunddrios**>. Os primeiros sio
consequéncia da aspiracio de patogénios co-
mensais da flora oral, predominantemente de
agentes anaerébios®”. Estdo habitualmente as-
sociados a mau estado gengivo-dentdrio ou a
situagbes que predisponham a broncoaspiragio,
como sejam consumo de dlcool, drogas ilicitas,
férmacos depressores do sistema nervoso cen-
tral, anestesia geral e disfagia. Os AP secundi-
rios implicam a presenga de condi¢oes favorece-
doras de infec¢ao local. Incluem-se aqui as que
deprimem as defesas imunoldgicas do organis-
mo, como a infecgio pelo virus da imunodefi-
ciéncia humana (VIH), a imunossupressio ia-
trogénica ou a diabetes, e as que condicionam
uma obstrugio brénquica estrutural, de que sao
exemplos as neoplasias, os corpos estranhos as-
pirados e a broncoestenose.

Os autores apresentam uma revisao de 60 ca-
sos, admitidos ao longo de um periodo de cin-
co anos num hospital tercidrio e universitdrio.
Foi objectivo a andlise da apresentacio clinica,
os tempos decorridos antes e apds a hospitaliza-
a0, a investigagdo realizada, a estratégia tera-
péutica e os resultados desses internamentos.

Material e métodos

Identificaram-se todos os processos de doentes
internados no Hospital Geral de Santo Anténio
— Porto entre 1 de Janeiro de 2000 e 31 de De-
zembro de 2005, cujo diagnéstico fosse AP de
acordo com a codificagio do ICD-9 (cédigo
513.0). De 74 processos reconhecidos, 14 fo-
ram eliminados: sete estavam erradamente co-
dificados, cinco ndo estavam disponiveis para
consulta, um ndo apresentava dados suficientes
por transferéncia hospitalar precoce e um
referia-se a uma crianga. Efectuou-se a descricio
e a andlise estatistica dos restantes 60 processos.

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LA are traditionally classified as either
primary or secondary®*>. Primary LA are
the result of aspiration of oral flora-com-
mensal pathogens, principally anaerobic
agents®’. Primary LA are usually associ-
ated with dental disease or situations
which predispose towards bronchoaspira-
tion, such as alcohol consumption, drug
taking, central nervous system depressor
medication, general anaesthetic and dys-
phagia. Secondary LA imply the presence
of conditions conducive to local infec-
tion, including immunodeficiency, for
example human immunodeficiency virus
(HIV) infection, iatrogenic immunosup-
pression or diabetes, and those which
lead to a structural bronchial obstruc-
tion, for example neoplasm, aspirated
foreign bodies and bronchostenosis.

The authors review 60 cases from over a
five-year period in a tertiary and university
hospital. We analysed the clinical presenta-
tion, time elapsing pre— and post-hospitali-
sation, investigation undertaken, treatment
strategy and results of these hospital admis-
sions.

Material and methods

We identified the clinical files of patients
admitted to the Hospital Geral de Santo
Anténio in Porto between January 1 2000
and December 31 2005 who were diagnosed
with LA in accordance with the ICD-9
(code 513.0) classification. Of the 74 files
studied, 14 were excluded, 7 for being
wrongly coded, 5 for not being open to re-
view, 1 for having insufficient data due to
an early hospital transfer and 1 as it per-
tained to a child. We described and carried
out statistical analysis of 60 files.

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Resultados

Caracterizagao da amostra

Setenta e cinco por cento dos doentes (45
casos) eram homens. A idade variou entre
26 e 85 anos, sendo a média 56,2 (dp 15,1).
Abcessos pulmonares primdrios foram diag-
nosticados em 27 doentes (45,0%). Destes,
9 casos nao apresentavam qualquer factor
de risco para AP (Quadro I); nos restantes,
o factor de risco mais prevalente foi o0 mau
estado gengivo-dentdrio. Em 33 doentes
(55,0%) diagnosticou-se AP secundirio,
sendo a imunodeficiéncia o principal factor
de risco neste grupo (Quadro II). Doze
(20,0%) apresentavam neoplasias pulmona-
res, sendo que em seis casos foram diagnos-
ticadas na sequéncia da investigacao do AP,
Destes, trés (25,0%) eram mulheres. Dois
doentes apresentavam neoplasias esofdgicas
com metastiza¢do pulmonar, condicionan-
do num dos casos fistulizagio esofagobron-
quica e no outro disfagia. Entre os doentes
com AP secunddrio, quinze tinham condi-
oes clinicas por si sé favorecedoras de AP
primdrio (Quadro III). Em 34 doentes
(56,7%) foram ainda identificadas outras

comorbilidades (Quadro IV).

Modo de apresentagao

A duragio média dos sintomas (em dias) até
4 admissio hospitalar foi de 23,0 (dp 50,2;
max 365; min 1; moda 7; mediana 8). Trin-
ta e seis doentes (60,0%) referiram 2 obser-
vagio médica inicial sintomas compativeis
com infecgio respiratéria aguda (tosse pro-
dutiva e febre com menos de 15 dias de evo-
lugio), 14 (23,3%) queixaram-se de sinto-
mas com dura¢io superior, 8 (13,3%)
indicaram apenas sintomas aqui descritos

Results

Sample characterisation:

Seventy five percent of patients (45 cases)
were male. Ages ranged from 26-85 years
old, with mean age 56.2 (+15.1) years
old. Primary LA was diagnosed in 27 pa-
tients (45.0%). Of these, 9 cases present-
ed no risk factor for LA (Table I), with
dental decay the most prevalent risk fac-
tor in the rest. Secondary LA was diag-
nosed in 33 patients (55.0%), with im-
munodeficiency the main risk factor in
this group (Table II). Twelve patients
(20.0%) presented pulmonary neoplasms,
which in 6 cases were diagnosed during
the LA investigation. Three of these latter
(25.0%) were female. Two presented oe-
sophageal neoplasm with pulmonary
metastization, leading to oesophageal-
bronchial fistula in one and dysphagia in
the other.

Fifteen of the secondary LA patients had
clinical conditions which in themselves were
conducive to primary LA (Table III). Other
co-morbidities were identified in 34 pa-

tients (56.7%) (Table IV).

Presentation

Mean duration of symptoms before hos-
pital admission was 23.0 days (sd 50.2;
max 365; min 1; mode 7; median 8).
Thirty six patients (60.0%) cited in the
initial medical examination symptoms
compatible with acute respiratory infec-
tion (wet cough and fever under 15
days); 14 (23.3%) complained of lon-
ger-lasting symptoms, 8 (13.3%) indi-
cated those symptoms described here as
constitutional syndrome (weight loss,

Diagnéstico

O tempo decorrido desde a admissio até ao
diagnéstico variou entre 1 e 60 dias, tendo a
média sido de 8,7 (dp 11,4; moda 1; mediana
3,5). Vinte e oito casos (46,7%) foram diag-
nosticados nos dois primeiros dias de interna-
mento. Foi possivel identificar um agente mi-
crobiano em 26 doentes (43,3% — Quadro
V), sendo que as bactérias Gram negativas fo-
ram isoladas em 10 casos (16,7% do total da
amostra). Em 9 doentes (15,0%) foram isola-
das bactérias Gram positivas; microrganismos
anaerdbios identificados apenas em trés casos
(5,0%) e em dois (3,3%) houve somente iso-
lamento de fungos. Cinco doentes (8,3%) ti-
veram isolamento de mais do que um agente e
em nove (15,0%) foram isolados agentes no-
socomiais (com destaque para a Peudomonas
aeruginosa, o S. aureus meticilino-resistente e o
Acinetobacter bawmannii). Os produtos biols-
gicos que tiveram resultados culturais positivos
foram: a expectoragio em 15 doentes, o aspi-
rado broncoalveolar em 5, o sangue em 3 ¢ o
liquido pleural em 1; hd ainda um caso em
que o agente patogénico foi isolado no sangue,
no aspirado broncoalveolar e no liquido pleu-
ral, mas nao nas secregoes bronquicas, e um
caso em que o Gnico agente identificado foi a
Legionella pneumophila por intermédio da de-
tecgdo do seu antigénio urindrio e serologias.
Cinquenta e nove doentes (98,3%) realizaram
TAC tordcica e 32 (53,3%) foram submetidos
a broncofibroscopia éptica (BFO).

Diagnosis

Time from admission to diagnosis ranged
from 1 — 60 days, mean 8.7 (sd 11.4;
mode 1; median 3.5). Twenty eight cases
(46.7%) were diagnosed within the first
two days of hospital admission. A micro-
bial pathogen was recovered in 26 cases
(43.3% — Table V), with Gram negative
bacteria isolated in 10 cases (16.7% of
total sample). Gram positive bacteria
were isolated in 9 patients (15.0%);
anaerobic microorganisms were identi-
fied in only 3 cases (5.0%) and fungi only
in 2 (3.3%). In five patients (8.3%) more
than one agent was isolated and hospital-
acquired agents in 9 (15.0%) (particu-
larly Pseudomonas aeruginosa, methicillin-
and Acinetobacter
baumannii). The biological products with
positive culture results were sputum in
15 patients, broncho-alveolar aspirate in
5, blood in 3 and pleural liquid in 1.
There was a further case in which the mi-
crobial pathogen was isolated in blood,
broncho-alveolar aspirate and pleural li-
quid, but not the bronchial secretions. In
1 case the sole agent identified was Legio-
nella pneumophila via detection of its uri-

nary and serology antigen. Fifty nine pa-
tients (98.3%) underwent chest CT scan
and 32 (53.3%) underwent fibre-optic
bronchofibroscopy (BFO).

diana 14). A duracio total de AB foi 39,2
dias (dp 15,7; max 90; min 2; moda 42; me-
diana 40). Foram vérios os antibidticos pres-
critos para tratamento inicial, mas os mais

days (sd 15.7; max 90; min 2; mode 42; me-
dian 40). A range of AB was prescribed for
initial treatment, with the most used (in de-
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utilizados foram, por ordem decrescente: as-
sociagdo de piperacilina + tazobactam (em
19 casos), amoxicilina + 4cido clavulanico
(em 16) e carbapenémicos (em 11). A clin-
damicina foi o primeiro antibidtico prescrito
em trés doentes. Em 23 casos (38,3%), a AB
IV inicial foi alterada por razdes que inclui-
ram faléncia terapéutica, ajuste conforme
resultados de antibiograma ou passagem
para esquema posoldgico oral. Seis doentes
(10,0%) necessitaram de tratamento cirdrgi-
co, por faléncia da terapéutica médica ou
por desenvolvimento de complicacoes.

Resultados clinicos

Conseguiu-se apirexia ap6s 6,4 dias de trata-
mento, em média (dp 6,4; max 28; min 1;
moda 2; mediana 5). Dezassete doentes
(28,3%) ficaram apiréticos em menos de 72
horas. Desenvolveram-se complicacbes em
21 doentes (35,0%), que consistiram em:
derrame pleural (5 casos), sépsis (5), faléncia
da terapéutica médica (3), reinternamento
(3), fistula broncopleural (2), hemoptises se-
veras (1), necessidade de ventilacao invasiva
(1) e reaccao alérgica (1). Sete (11,7%) fale-
ceram, maioritariamente por sépsis (em um
caso, a causa clinica da morte foi neoplasia
pulmonar em fase terminal). Nenhum doen-
te foi autopsiado. A duragdo do internamen-
to variou entre 2 e 90 dias, tendo a média
sido 27,5 dias (dp 16,3; moda 32; mediana

(63,3%) foram convocados para consulta
médica hospitalar.

Discusséio
Os resultados apresentados estao de acordo
com a literatura no que respeita a caracteri-

scending order) association of piperacillin +
tazobactam (19 cases), amoxicilina + clavu-
lanic acid (16) and carbapenemic com-
pounds (11). Clindamycin was the first an-
tibiotic prescribed in 3 patients. Patients’
initial IV AB was changed in 23 cases
(38.3%) and reasons for this alteration in-
cluded treatment failure, adjustment in line
with antibiogram results or change to an
oral dosing schedule. Six patients (10.0%)
needed surgery due to treatment failure or
complications.

Clinical results

Apyrexia was achieved after a mean of 6.4
days of treatment, (sd 6.4; max 28; min 1;
mode 2; median 5). Apyrexia was achieved
in sixteen patients (28.3%) in less than 72
hours. 21 patients (35.0%) had complica-
tions. These were pleural infusion (5 cases),
sepsis (5), treatment failure (3), re-admis-
sion (3), bronco-pleural fistula (2), severe
haemoptysis (1), need for mechanical venti-
lation (1) and allergic reaction (1). Seven
patients (11.7%) died, mainly due to sepsis
(in 1 case, clinical cause of death was end
stage pulmonary neoplasm). No patient un-
derwent autopsy. Hospital stay ranged from
2 —90 days, mean 27.5 days (sd 16.3; mode
32; median 26). After discharge form hospi-
tal, thirty eight patients (63.3%) were called
for a follow-up visit.

Discussion

Our results are in agreement with the litera-
ture in terms of LA patients’ general charac-
terisation: more males than females, typical
presentation in 5% decade of life and risk
factors present in the majority of cases>®?.
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zagio geral dos doentes com AP: maior pre-
valéncia nos homens, apresenta¢io média na
quinta década de vida e presenca de factores
de risco na maioria dos casos*®?. A elevada
percentagem de doentes do sexo masculino
coincide com maior prevaléncia de alcoolis-
mo e de neoplasias pulmonares neste grupo.
J4 o modo de apresentacio inicial parece
inesperado®®, pois 60% dos doentes nesta
amostra referiram 4 admissao sintomas com
duracio inferior a 15 dias. Talvez o contexto
do servigo de urgéncia, onde o diagndstico
de AP foi estabelecido na maioria dos casos,
tenha induzido os clinicos e os doentes a so-
brevalorizar manifestacoes agudas da doen-
¢a em detrimento da sua evolugao subaguda
ou crénica. Esta contingéncia podera ter in-
fluenciado o atraso no diagndstico em inter-
namento. Assim, apesar de 66,7% dos doen-
tes reunirem condicoes sugestivas de alta
suspeita clinica (com base na anamnese,
presenca de factores de risco, evolu¢io tem-
poral e avaliacdo radiolégica inicial), o diag-
néstico estabeleceu-se em média apenas ao
fim de 8,7 dias. No entanto, importa realcar
que 46,7% dos doentes foram diagnostica-
dos no dia da admissao ou no dia imediato.
Para estes valores aparentemente contradi-
térios poderd talvez contribuir a inclusio
nesta amostra de doentes internados por ou-
tros motivos que no o AP. Nestes casos, al-
guns AP poderio ser nosocomiais. Em ou-
tros, o alerta para um eventual AP s surgiu
mais tarde, durante o internamento.

Um ndmero elevado de doentes foi submeti-
do a BFO (53,3%), apesar de actualmente se
recomendar a realizagio desta técnica invasi-
va apenas nos casos atipicos e/ou com forte
suspeita de obstrugao mecénica'®. Contudo,
a rentabilidade foi alta, j4 que em catorze
doentes (cerca de metade dos que realizaram

The high male percentage agrees with the
similarly high prevalence of alcoholism and
lung neoplasms in males.

Initial form of presentation seems unex-
pected®>®: 60% of patients in our sample
cited on admission symptoms of less than
15 days’ duration. Maybe the fact that the
majority of LA diagnoses were made in the
Emergency Room induced physicians and
patients to over-emphasise acute manifesta-
tions of the disease at the expense of its sub-
acute or chronic presentations. This could
have influenced the delayed diagnosis dur-
ing hospital stay. Thus, only 66.7% of pa-
tients presented conditions suggestive of a
high degree of clinical suspicion (based on
clinical file, presence of risk factors, time
progress and initial radiological evaluation),
with diagnosis established on average only
after 8.7 days. It is important, however, to
empbhasise that 46.7% of patients were diag-
nosed on the day of admission or the day
after. Perhaps the inclusion of patients ad-
mitted to hospital for reasons other than LA
in the sample may have added to these ap-
parently contradictory values. In these cases,
some LA may have been hospital-acquired.
In others, being alert to a possible LA only
came later, during hospital stay.

A high number of patients underwent BFO
(53.3%), despite current recommendations
that this invasive technique should only be
used in atypical cases and/or those with a high
degree of suspicion of mechanical obstruc-
tion'®. The success rate was high, however, and
in 14 patients (around half of those who un-
derwent the exam) BFO was the only method
which allowed hitherto unknown structural
alterations to be detected (9 cases, including 6
de novo neoplasms) and/or the identification
of the microbial pathogen (5 cases).
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este exame) a BFO foi o tinico método que
permitiu a deteccdo de alteragoes estruturais
até entio desconhecidas (9 casos, incluindo
6 neoplasias de novo) e/ou a identificagio do
agente microbiano (5 casos).

A taxa de identificagio de agente microbiano
(43,3%) ¢ bastante satisfatdria, embora na li-
teratura se mencionem por vezes valores mui-
to superiores, que todavia se referem a séries de
doentes nos quais a pesquisa de microrganis-
mos (nomeadamente anaerébios) foi feita de
modo exaustivo (incluindo através de aspira-
¢do transtraqueal), o que nio corresponde a
nossa realidade quotidiana®”. Por outro lado,
as comorbilidades e internamentos prolonga-
dos poderao ter favorecido a identificagio de
agentes cujo papel na etiologia do AP nio serd
de afirmacio definitiva. Em quatro doentes
que apresentavam como comorbilidade doen-
¢a respiratdria cronica, apenas foram isolados
agentes “habituais colonizantes” destas patolo-
gias (como a M. catarrhalis, a K. pneumoniae,
a S. marcescens ¢ o H. influenza) e apenas na
cultura de secregoes bronquicas, nao sendo
por isso claro o papel etiolégico destes micror-
ganismos na patogenia do AP.

The microbial pathogen identification rate
(43.3%) is highly satisfactory, although in
the literature there are several references to
vastly higher values. These, however, refer
to patient series in which the search for mi-
croorganisms (namely anaerobic) was pur-
sued exhaustively (including through trans-
tracheal aspiration), which is not the case in
our daily practice®’. Equally so, the co-mor-
bidities and prolonged hospital admissions
could have favoured the identification of
agents whose role in the actiology of LA has
not been definitely confirmed. In 4 patients
with chronic respiratory disease as co-mor-
bidity, only the usual colonising agents of
these pathologies (such as M. catarrhalis, K.
pneumoniae, S. marcescens and H. influenza)
were identified, and only in the bronchial
secretion cultures. The aetiological role
these microorganisms play in LA pathoge-
nesis is thus not clear. The high number of
isolations of hospital-acquired agents (9)
also deserves highlighting. It is possible that
the majority of these cases were patients in
which initial identification of the agent was
not made and in which a super-infection by
hospital-acquired agent was later identified.
We further mention an uncommon situa-
tion, although one which appears in the li-
terature'!, of AP due to Legionella pneumo-
phila, and, to explain further, this patient
had been admitted to hospital for Legionella
pneumophila pneumonia at the same site
around 1 month prior to the LA diagnosis.

The need for surgery, development of com-
plications and mortality was the same in our
series as in the literature>”12,

In our sample, the long duration of hospital
stay particularly stands out. Diagnosis was
established quickly in the majority of cases,
making it interesting to assess up to which
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plicagbes e mortalidade, os valores encontra-
dos nesta série sao similares aos habitualmente
publicados>*'2.

Nesta amostra, destaca-se sobretudo a longa
duragio do internamento hospitalar. Aten-
dendo & brevidade com que o diagndstico foi
estabelecido na maioria dos casos, interessa
avaliar até que ponto o desvio as orientagoes
terapéuticas internacionais influenciou o tem-
po de internamento. Esta presun¢io pode
consubstanciar-se no grande nimero de anti-
biéticos utilizado (mais de 10 firmacos dife-
rentes), na duragio de terapéutica IV muito
para além do atingimento de apirexia (médias
de, respectivamente, 16,5 e 6,4 dias) e nas fre-
quentes mudangas de tratamento (38,3% dos
doentes), por vezes sem motivo explicito.
Aligs, note-se que apenas a trés doentes foi ini-
cialmente prescrita a clindamicina, que actual-
mente é um dos AB de referéncia para
tratamento primdrio dos AP. Factores como o
risco de incumprimento terapéutico no domi-
cilio, a presenca de comorbilidades significati-
vas, a descompensacio de patologias cronicas e
o isolamento de microrganismos de dificil tra-
tamento também poderdo ter contribuido
para o atraso da alta hospitalar.

Os autores admitem que estas dificuldades no
diagndstico e tratamento dos AP se relacionem
com a baixa prevaléncia na populagio geral des-
ta entidade nosolégica, conforme explicitado
pelo reduzido niimero de doentes que constitui
esta amostra: 60 casos admitidos num hospital
tercidrio ao longo de um periodo de 5 anos.

Concluséo

Os AP sdo patologias cronicas, incapacitan-
tes e com graves implicagoes. Sdo conheci-
dos diversos factores de risco, modalidades
de apresentacao clinica, estratégias diagnds-
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point deviations in international treatment
guidelines influenced the length of hospital
stay. This assumption could be borne out by
the high number of antibiotics used (over
10 different drugs), prolonged IV treatment
even after apyrexia was achieved (mean 16.5
and 6.4 days in turn) and the frequent
changes in treatment (38.3% of patients),
sometimes with no explicable motive. For
example, clindamycin was the first AB pre-
scribed in only 3 patients, when it is cur-
rently a ‘gold standard’ AB in first line LA
treatment. Factors such as the risk of non-
compliance with treatment at home, the
presence of significant co-morbidities, the
difficulties attendant on chronic conditions
and the isolating of difficult-to-treat micro-
organisms could also add to the delay in
hospital discharge.

The authors acknowledge that these diffi-
culties in diagnosing and treating LA are
connected to the low prevalence of this hos-
pital-acquired condition in the general po-
pulation, explained by the reduced number
of patients in our sample: 60 cases admitted
to a tertiary hospital over a 5-year period.

Conclusion

LAs are chronic, incapacitating conditions
with severe implications. Several risk fac-
tors, forms of clinical presentation, diagnos-
tic approaches and treatment options are
known, but no clinically valid procedural
protocols exist. The low prevalence of this
entity makes it hard to perform reviews of
large series of cases.

Our work shows that a swift diagnosis based
on the clinical picture is possible and that
swifter diagnosis and consensus on AB treat-
ment seem to be fundamental areas for fu-

entanto protocolos de actuagao clinicamen-
te validados. A baixa prevaléncia desta enti-
dade dificulta a realizacio de revises de
grandes séries de casos.

Este trabalho mostrou que ¢ possivel antecipar o
diagnéstico com base na clinica e que a celerida-
de no diagnéstico e o consenso no tratamento
parecem ser pontos fundamentais a desenvolver
no futuro, com vista 2 melhoria do progndstico
destes doentes e também a uma reducio dos cus-
tos socioeconémicos que esta patologia acarreta.
A investigagio invasiva do agente etiol6gico pare-
ce ser mais rentdvel nos imunodeprimidos, dada
a probabilidade de estarem envolvidos agentes
resistentes ao tratamento de primeira linha. A
identificagio de grupos de risco para neoplasia
pulmonar e correspondente selecgio para BFO
poderd aumentar o rendimento deste exame sem
aumento da taxa de falsos positivos.
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
