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RESUMO DE DISSERTAGCAQ

Intervencdo manual ao parto em suinos: estudo comparativo do desempenho
reprodutivo, longevidade e producao de leite*

O experimento 1 caracterizou as fémeas com intervencdo manual no parto, além de avaliar os efeitos que
ocorrer na sua vida reprodutiva ao longo de 1 ano. Foram coletados dados do parto de 4.121 fémeas, informagées an
parto e registrados os motivos e momentos de remocao. Os animais foram divididos em grupo Controle (n=3.271) e Int
(n=850). O percentual de fémeas submetidas a intervencéo manual no parto foi de 20,6%. Houve aumento na distrik
intervencdes na ordem de parto (OP) acima de 5 e no verdo (P<0,05). A distribuicdo nao diferiu entre as classes de ta
leitegada (P>0,05). Foi verificada diferenca na média de OP (3,6 e 4,7), duragdo do parto (208,3 e 224,6 min), leitdes
vivos (11,9 e 11,6), natimortos (0,3 e 0,6) e no percentual de fémeas com natimortos (28,6 e 38,8%) nos grupos C
Intervencao, respectivamente. A remocao geral foi maior no grupo Intervengéo (P=0,001) e antes da IA por moti
reprodutivos (P<0,001). No desempenho subsequente, houve diminuigdo da taxa de parto ajustada e do tamanho de
subsequente (P<0,05). O experimento 2 visou avaliar o parto com e sem intervengao manual, estimar o desempenho |
e avaliar as causas de remocdo e o desempenho reprodutivo subsequente destas fémeas. Foram comparadas :
divididas em dois grupos: Controle (n=222) e Intervencéo (n=97). Todas as fémeas com intervencéo receberam ume
antimicrobiano. Foram coletados dados reprodutivos referentes ao parto, o peso dos leitdes no dia 1 (D1), dia 14 (D14
21 (D21), e a producdo de leite no 14° dia de lactacéo, pela técnica da pesagem-mamada-pesagem. Foram ane
informacBes do desempenho subsequente e das causas de remoc¢éo das matrizes. Houve diferenca (P<0,01) para
ordem de parto (3,2 e 4,0), leitdes nascidos totais (12,2 e 11,2) e nascidos vivos (11,4 e 10,2) e nUmero de natiiojtos
entre os grupo Controle e Intervengado, respectivamente. A producao de leite, aos 14 dias, ndo diferiu, porém o peso d
aos 21 dias tende a ser menor (P=0,09) no grupo Interven¢do. Houve diferencga (P<0,05) nas remog¢des gerais (18,9 ¢
antes da IA (8,6 e 20,6%), sendo destas por motivos ndo reprodutivos (8,6 e 19,6%) entre os grupos Controle e Inte
respectivamente. Os resultados conjuntos mostram que a intervengdo manual ao parto é efetuada com maior freq
verdo, em fémeas de maior ordem de parto e com menor tamanho da leitegada. Nestas fémeas, o parto € mais prol
numero de natimortos é maior. A producéo de leite, aos 14 dias, ndo é prejudicada, porém o peso dos leitdes aos 21
a ser menor nas matrizes submetidas a palpacéo genital. As remog¢8es sdo maiores nestas fémeas, sendo realizadas
e por motivos ndo reprodutivos. As fémeas submetidas a intervengéo ao parto tém o desempenho reprodutivo suk
reduzido.

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Experiment 1 characterized the females with manual intervention at the parturition, and evaluated the effe
can occur in their reproductive life, during one year.

(n=97). All the Intervention group females received a dose of antimicrobials. Reproductive data were collected at part
as well as pigs weight in day 1 (D1), day 14 (D14) and in day 21 (D21), and milk productidhday bf lactation, by the
weigh-suckle-weigh technique.
